Baccalaureate (BTEC L3 Extended Diploma in Sports Coaching and Development) where

appropriate.

Contribute to departmental planning, resources and displays.

Engage posit ively with developments in PE, coaching and sports education.

In September 2021, the Prep School joined the Senior School on the Ford Park s ite,  bringing al l

pupi ls together for the f irst t ime in 70 years.

ACADEMIC RESULTS

Plymouth College has a strong reputation for academic excel lence and has consistently demonstrated high

levels of value-added.  It  is the individual care and attention provided to our pupi ls that enables them to

del iver of their best .

ACADEMIC LIFE

Plymouth College prides itself on preparing pupi ls for adult l i fe,  through a hol ist ic ,  rounded education.  

Academic excel lence can be seen through examination results and university destinations, and our 16-18

DfE progress score is one of the highest in the local area.  We pride ourselves on the examination results

and future pathways of every individual student.

Start ing in Early Years,  pupi ls develop ski l ls  and knowledge in the foundational areas of learning: l i teracy;

mathematics ;  understanding the world; expressive arts ;  personal ,  social  and emotional development.  As

they move through the years,  specif ic subjects such as Humanit ies,  Science and Music are offered.  

From Year 3, Computer Studies,  Art and French are introduced, with Design Technology fol lowing in Year

4.  These subjects are taught by subject special ists who take the pupi ls to special ist rooms, enhancing their

learning experience in tandem with the main class teacher.  

Years 5 and 6 consist of more subject special isms, and pupi ls in these Upper Key Stage 2 years wil l  have a

range of teachers,  consist ing of mainly KS2 special ists for Engl ish, Maths and Science, and subject special ists

across the remainder of the curriculum, i .e .  for Humanit ies,  Drama as wel l  as those subjects started in the

earl ier years.

After the transit ion to the Senior school ,  the Years 7 and 8 curriculum al lows pupi ls to continue to study a

broad and balanced curriculum, embedding those foundational st i l ls  across al l  academic areas as they begin

their journey towards GCSE.  These subjects include Engl ish, Mathematics ,  Biology, Chemistry,  Physics ,

History, Geography, Rel ig ious Studies,  Classical  Civi l isat ion, Design Technology, Computer Science, Art,

Drama, Music,  French and Spanish.

In Year 9, extended optional ity is introduced, with al l  pupi ls studying the core GCSE subjects of Engl ish,

Mathematics and the three sciences, a long with our bespoke Ocean Science introductory course.  Pupi ls wi l l

addit ional ly choose f ive options from the other dozen or so subjects .   Academic Physical Education is also

introduced at this point .

These options are refined in Year 10, where is the option to narrow down to four optional subjects .  We

offer a mix of GCSE and IGCSE courses in Year 10, with Business ad Marine Science being offered for the

first t ime in Year 10.

In the Sixth Form the core of our offer is a wide range of A Levels and a few carefully selected BTECs.  

These are mainly the ones that are taught at GCSE, although Economics, Media Studies and Psychology are

new to the pupils in the Sixth Form.  

We also offer a 1 A Level equivalent BTEC in Applied Science.  BTEC Sports Coaching and Development is

offered as a 2 A Level equivalent Diploma or a 3 A Level equivalent Extended Diploma.  There are also many

academic co-curricular options in the Sixth Form, such as the Extended Project Qualif ication and a bespoke

super-curriculum option.



HIGH PERFORMANCE SPORT
Few schools can claim the dist inction of having nurtured an Olympic Champion, a World Record

holder, and an Olympic medal l ist - a l l  whi le they were st i l l  in education. At the Paris 2024

Olympics,  f i fteen current and former pupi ls of Plymouth College proudly represented their

countries,  exemplifying our legacy of el ite performance.

Plymouth College boasts an exceptional track record, having produced Olympic,  World,

European, and Commonwealth champions at both junior and senior levels .  Our alumni also

include professional athletes across rugby and footbal l ,  most notably Henry Slade, named

Gallagher Premiership Rugby Player of the Year for the 2023/2024 season.

Since the turn of the century, over 200 athletes from Plymouth College have gone on to

represent 47 nations in 15 different sports - an enduring testament to our international ly

recognised culture of high-performance sport.

Plymouth College enjoys an enviable worldwide reputation in swimming and diving.  The swim

programme works in conjunction with Plymouth City Counci l ,  using their state-of- the-art 50m

pool alongside the College’s own 25m pool .   Maintaining this relat ionship is essential  to the health

of the boarding provis ion, as wel l  as giving the College an international reputation. 

Our swim programme al lows individuals to come to Plymouth from a young age and to remain a

part of the programme up to, and possibly beyond, the conclusion of their school ing, a l lowing

them to have consistency of coaching into their University years or post-18 careers.  This has

welcomed many day and boarding pupi ls who have developed into Olympic and World champions,

World, European and Commonwealth record holders and medal l ists .  It  ensures regular

international selections for Great Britain and home nations’ swim teams, as wel l  as faci l i tat ing

international success for athletes from many overseas nations. 

Recent alumni of the school include Ruta Meilutyte, Ben Proud, Josh Gammon, Laura

Stephens, Tom Fannon, Aimee Canny, Sophie Freeman, Honey Osrin and many more.



TEAM SPORTS

CRICKET

Cricket at Plymouth College fol lows a year-round programme

that is bui lt  on high qual ity coaching, a very strong f ixture card

and the clear provis ion of pathways to the professional game

via District ,  County, University Centres of Excel lence and First

Class cricket.   At the junior level ,  the school provides several

County representatives year on year and has begun a program

of playing County s ides,  hosting the winter training programme

for Devon gir ls and pre and in season f ixtures from Under 10-

15 age. These strong l inks are crucial  in the development of our

most capable boys and gir ls .  

GIRLS HOCKEY

Our Hockey squads have seen considerable success in recent

t imes, with a number of players gaining representative honours

for Devon, West Panthers,  Performance Centre and UK Lions.

The U14 team were also crowned England Hockey Tier 2

National Champions in 2019.  

RUGBY

Over the last twenty years,  the College’s Fifteens and Sevens

teams have become recognised as being among the most

consistent performers in the country and a s ignif icant force in

the South West.  Each team, throughout the school ,  from U12

to the 1st XV, has experienced coaches. We field s ix teams

involving a high percentage of boys in the school .  At senior

level ,  there is a ful l  programme involving strength and

condit ioning, ski l ls  training, match-play and nutrit ion.  

NETBALL 

A wealth of f ixtures take place in the Spring Term, al lowing al l

age groups  from U8 upwards to experience competit ion from

other independent schools in the area. The Head of Netbal l   is

an ex-Team Bath Netbal ler who brings a wealth of knowledge

about the sport and this is passed on to our pupi ls during their

training sessions.

FOOTBALL

enough to be surrounded by beautiful South West countryside and this ,  together with the Devon and

Cornwall  coastl ine, provides ample opportunit ies for outdoor pursuits .  At Whiteworks on Dartmoor,

the College has a bunkhouse which can accommodate 25 people.  Activit ies such as caving, c l imbing,

mountain biking, sai l ing,  sea kayaking, canoeing, mountain and hi l l  walking, camping, bushcraft and

gorge walking are al l  on offer and Plymouth College pupi ls have been taking part in the Ten Tors

Chal lenge for the last 40 years.    Prep pupi ls also enjoy Outdoor Education, with our Year 5 and 6

Outdoor Explorers Club being one of the most popular,  and our youngest pupi ls exploring the

outdoors through their Forest School lessons and activit ies .   

DRAMA

A key target for the School is ensuring that chi ldren become more confident speakers as they move

through the School .  Drama plays a crucial  role in this and from the moment pupi ls enter Pre School

they are given plenty of opportunit ies to develop their act ing and publ ic speaking ski l ls .   Throughout

the Prep and Senior Schools ,  pupi ls are presented with numerous performance opportunit ies and they

partic ipate in local drama fest ivals ,  performance evenings and school productions.  

We offer peripatetic Speech and Drama for those who wish to take LAMDA exams and many of our

pupi ls go on to perform in professional productions at the Theatre Royal

Music is an integral part of l i fe at Plymouth College. From the early preparatory years,  pupi ls are

encouraged to take part and enjoy music-making and this continues throughout the upper years with

the opportunity to undertake performance, l istening, composit ion, and recording work as part of the

curriculum. Tuit ion is avai lable on al l  orchestral instruments,  including percussion, as wel l  as voice,

piano, organ and al l  types of guitar.  

Beyond the classroom, there is ample opportunity for musicians including an excel lent School Choir

that s ings at al l  major school events,  concerts ,  and church services and there are a wide range of

extra-curricular music clubs such as Girls '  and Boys' Voices in Harmony Clubs, Chamber Choir,  String

Ensemble and Live Lounge for rock, pop and jazz.  There are a number of concerts every term,

enabl ing pupi ls to hear, support and learn from each other.

PASTORAL CARE AND 

WELLBEING SUPPORT

From an early age we encourage pupi ls to develop real inner confidence and bel ieve it is essential

to provide an enriching and empowering environment where pupi ls are happy and comfortable to

try new things.  Our smal l  c lass s izes and special ist staff help us to get the most out of al l  our

pupi ls .  

From day one, al l  our chi ldren are very much a part of our School community.  Within the Prep

School ,  the younger chi ldren interact with the older pupi ls on a dai ly basis at assemblies,  break

times and during whole School act ivit ies with older Senior School pupi ls and Sixth Formers

working with our younger chi ldren whilst on break-t ime duty, being part of our reading and peer

support programme, or helping at sport training sessions.   

The well-being of our pupi ls is of the highest importance to us;  pupi ls of al l  ages fol low a

dedicated PSHE curriculum with tutor periods and assemblies providing a ful l  and varied

programme to ensure that al l  pupi ls are prepared and ready to partic ipate ful ly in the world

around them.  The pastoral structure at Plymouth College offers a mult i- layered approach to

ensure that al l  pupi ls have a strong support network of qual if ied staff and well-trained pupi ls

avai lable to them. Typical ly ,  this wi l l  include the Tutor (or class teacher at the Prep School) ,

Tutor Prefect,  Deputy Head of Year, Head of Year, Head of House, School Nurse, School

Counsel lor and Head of Learning Support.    

Leadership ski l ls  are encouraged throughout the School ,  part icularly in sport,  outdoor activit ies ,

music,  drama and the House system. Al l  pupi ls are al located to one of four houses and house

competit ions al low pupi ls of al l  ages to work together and compete in various activit ies and

events.   This vertical  system, with pupi ls represented from each year group, real ly helps to

promote leaders and as pupi ls progress through the school ,  they are encouraged to become

posit ive role models and leaders for the younger years.   



FACILITIES

While the School is within the city ’s urban area, our campus, Ford Park, extends beyond thirteen

acres. The school also owns an another seven acres of sport f ields at Delgany, just a f ifteen

minute drive away. We are fortunate to have access to an outward bound bunk house in

Dartmoor cal led Whiteworks where pupi ls have the opportunity to enrich their education by

taking part in act ivit ies such as cl imbing, caving and camping to name a few.  

Ford Park is home to al l  of our teaching and boarding faci l i t ies such as our Prep School ,  Senior

School and Sixth Form as wel l  as Science laboratories,  Art studios,  DT workshops, Music and

theatre faci l i t ies ,  swimming pool ,  strength and condit ioning gym even a fencing suite. There is a

mix of Victorian architecture as wel l  as later addit ions of new, purpose bui lt  faci l i t ies such as the

Meade King Hal l  and indoor sports hal l .  The George Stephenson Pavi l ion boasts an atmospheric

café cal led George’s and overlooks the 1st XI Cricket square, athletics f ield and sports pitches. It

is a vibrant hub both on match days and also during the school week, providing a focal point for

parents to meet over a coffee at drop-off t imes and catch up as a community.  



Boarding has been a vibrant and integral part of Plymouth College s ince 1877, and it continues to

thrive in the elegant Victorian bui ldings cal led Colson House and Mannamead House. We

repl icate the best qual it ies of family l i fe and endeavour to create a close-knit community where

l ife- long fr iendships are formed.

Conveniently s ituated both physical ly and metaphorical ly r ight at the heart of the s ite,  our

boarding community is smal l  enough to enjoy a supportive, family atmosphere from which young

people can explore the richness of the wider school .  Signif icant investment has al lowed Plymouth

College to provide an excel lent modern environment within which to l ive and work. Younger

boarders share a bedroom with two others,  whi le seniors have twin or s ingle bedrooms. There

are comfortable, wel l-equipped social  areas,  wel l-stocked kitchen areas to supplement the

excel lent school dining, calm work areas,  and safe, restful bedrooms.

Led by the Head of Boarding, there is a team of special ist staff dedicated to ensuring the highest

possible qual ity of supervis ion at al l  hours of the day and night.  Pupi ls are strongly encouraged to

immerse themselves in boarding l i fe and contribute to the community through taking on

responsibi l i ty ,  sharing their talents and helping one another.

A diverse cultural and extra-curricular programme is offered to al l  boarding pupi ls .  These range

from educational tr ips and house events,  to soirees and recreational outings.  Whilst recognis ing

the value of taking t ime out for quiet contemplation or pure relaxation, our weekends are varied

and purposeful .  Former boarders returning to Plymouth College often say that their boarding

house has provided them with an invaluable and unique experience that wil l  remain with them for

the rest of their l ives.

Plymouth is a port city in Devon and has not only an amazing marit ime history and an historic Barbican

district ,  but also offers a combination of rural charm and modern city l iv ing. It  is ideal ly located in the

beautiful South West of England.

Britain’s Ocean City offers a stunning coastal experience and is home to breath-taking views. An ideal

location for leisure and learning with plenty of quiet spaces and recreational opportunit ies .   It  has

excel lent transport l inks.   It  is around three to four hours by train to London and there are ferry

l inks to France and Spain.

THE BARBICAN AND SUTTON HARBOUR

The historic Barbican and Sutton Harbour are the heart of the city ’s heritage with the oldest bui ldings

and the greatest number of historical stories.

A vibrant place of cobbled streets,  narrow lanes and more than 200 Listed Bui ldings,  many of them

Tudor and Jacobean, offer a wide range of cosmopolitan boutique shops, gal leries,  antique stores,

restaurants,  cafes and bars set amidst picturesque scenery.

Southside Street is home to the world famous Plymouth Gin Dist i l lery,  the bui lding dating from the

early 1400s and a former monastery inhabited by Black Friar Monks.  

Sutton Harbour with its l ively waterfront culture, is perfectly placed to make the most of al l  Plymouth

has to offer,  from unparal leled historic landmarks, to some of the city ’s largest and l ivel iest family

attractions, such as the National Marine Aquarium, the largest aquarium in the UK.  It  is a lso home to

the Mayflower Steps and a one mile Heritage Trai l .   You can also see the sights from two wheels and

take advantage of the National Cycle Routes right on the harbour’s doorstep.



ROYAL WILLIAM YARD

Surrounded by water, Royal Wil l iam Yard is steeped in history, it  blends Plymouth’s historic naval past

with award-winning design. Considered to be one of the most important groups of historic mil itary

bui ldings in Britain,  i t  is a lso the largest col lect ion of Grade I l isted mil itary bui ldings in Europe.

You can relax on the lawn or take advantage of the breath-taking sea views of Plymouth Sound across

to Cornwal l ,  through the tunnel which offers a perfect look out point.

One of Plymouth’s most iconic landmarks standing 72 feet high, Smeaton’s Tower l ighthouse has the

best panoramic view in the city with elevated vistas of Plymouth Sound’s National Marine Park.

The centrepiece of Plymouth Hoe, Smeaton’s Tower was bui lt  on the Eddystone Reef in 1759.  It  was

taken down in the early 1880s when it was discovered that the sea was eroding the rock it was bui lt

on.  Two thirds of the structure was moved - stone by stone - to its current rest ing place.
